Upon arrival, proceed to 0saka Castle Park which is covers about two
square kilometers with lots of green space, sport facilities, a multi-purpose
arena. This is the amazingly beautiful park which surrounds the castle.
This park is one of Osaka’s most popular Hanami spots during the cherry
blossom season. Next, visit to Fushimi Inari Taisha, is the most important of
several thousands of shrines dedicated to Inari, the Shinto god of rice.
Hotel: Gifu Risoru Hotel or similar (Local 4 stars hotel)
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After breakfast, proceed to visit GUJo Hachiman, the Food Replica Shop, few
people know that the plastic “food sample”, seen outside virtually every
restaurant in Japan was invented in Gujo Hachiman. Visitors to Gujo
Hachiman have a unique opportunity to visit where food samples for
approximately 80% of restaurants in Japan are made. Then will proceed to
Shirakawago Gassho Village, nestled in a rural setting reminiscent of the old
Japan, Shinkawago is world famous for its steeply thatch roofed or
‘gassho-zukuri' style traditional of the finest in craftsmanship. Next,
proceed to Takayama Jinya — Sanmachi Historic District. It retain the
atmosphere of the Edo period (1603-1867) and are important “Preserva-
tion Districts for Groups of Traditional Buildings”. Its three main streets of
Kamiichino-machi, Kaminino-machi, Kamisanno-machi are lined with
traditional buildings and houses featuring wooden doors, latticed windows,
and grey stone walls.

Hotel : Hida Hotel Plaza or similar (Local 4 stars hotel)a
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After breakfast, proceed to Kashimayari Ski Resort to enjoy skiing activities
and snowboarding. The Kashimayari Ski Resort (or Kashi for short) is the
second southernmost ski area in the collection of Hakuba Valley ski
resorts. The resort has a distinctly Japanese feel and caters primarily to
the Japanese ski community. That is a pity as it has a good range of
courses including some very challenging steep ones and some good
beginner runs. It also has some great views of the Kashimayari peak itself
is perhaps the prettiest in the whole range. proceed to enjoy Ski program.

Hotel: Hotel Ambient Azumino or similar (Local 4stars hotel)
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After breakfast, proceed to Snow Monkey Park. The Monkey Park offers
visitors the unique experience of seeing wild monkeys bathing in a natural
hot spring. The park is inhabited by Japanese Macaques, which are also
known as Snow Monkeys. The park has one man-made pool around which
the monkeys gather, located a few minutes' walk from the park entrance.
Visitors will likely already encounter monkeys along the path to the pool.
The monkeys live in large social groups, and it can be quite entertaining to
watch their interactions. Next, proceed to Lake Kawaguchiko which is an
excellent spot to view Mount Fuji. The mountain is even more beautiful with
the lake in the foreground, and at certain times, you can even see it
reflected in the water.

Hotel: Fujisan Garden Hot Spring Hotel or similar (Local 4stars hotel)
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After breakfast, visit to 0shino Hakkai Village for visit. Oshino Hakkai Village
is also one of the best spots to appreciate Mount Fuji. Oshino Hakkai is a
touristy set of eight ponds in Oshino, a small village in the Fuji Five Lake
region. The eight ponds are fed by snow melt from the slopes of nearby
Mount Fuiji that filters down the mountain through porous layers of lava for
over 80 years, resulting in very clear spring water that is revered by the
locals. Upon finished, proceed to Outlet, a shopping experience in Japan
for branded bargain. Then will visit to 0daiba, the park has the famous
replica of the statue of liberty and is loved by many Japanese. You can
enjoy the view of the statute of liberty, ocean, the Rainbow Bridge all
together is breathtaking.

Hotel: Narita Mystays Premier Hotel or similar (Local 4stars hotel)

After breakfast, visit to The Imperial Palace, you can walk around the outside
of the Imperial Palace and enjoy views of the lovely moats, bridges and
walls of the Palace.
